Alpha Male will be released across the UK on August 11 by Verve Pictures. Alpha Male is Dan Wilde's feature debut. The hugely talented cast includes Jennifer Ehle (Possession, Sunshine, "Pride & Prejudice"), Danny Huston (The Proposition, Birth, Ivans Xtc), Amelia Warner (Aeon Flux, Stoned), Trudie Styler ("Love Soup", Me without you), Patrick Baladi ("The Office", Merchant of Venice) & Mark Wells (Narnia). Alpha Male is produced by Trudie Styler and Damian Jones.

Alpha Male is a story of family life: of bad parenting, family politics, repressed emotions, great love and devastating loss. When Jim Ferris dies, leaving behind a family fractured by his absence, his young son Jack is prematurely burdened with the responsibility of looking after the family. When Jim’s widow Alice meets and marries a new man, a firm wedge comes between Jack and the rest of the family. It is another eleven years before the rifts can even begin to heal as they all come together again for Jack’s 21st birthday weekend.

Dan Wilde had his first success during university with his short film A Man in the Park, the film was so well received at the Cambridge Student Film festival that the university film society allowed him carte blanche for his next project, the short documentary Mayweek, a disrespectful look at students enjoying the revels of summer. After graduating Wilde began work on a more ambitious short The Bookcruncher. The film went onto win the grand jury prize for best short film at the New York Independent Film Festival, where he also won the best director award. Following the success of his short films, Dan completed the screenplay for Alpha Male, his first feature and quickly found his producers. 

Trudie Styler’s film credits with her production company Xingu Films include the documentaries Boys from Brazil; award-winning documentary on the making of a Walt Disney animation The Sweatbox (which she co-directed). Feature film credits include The Grotesque, Lock Stock and Two Smoking Barrels and Snatch (which she executive produced); Greenfingers; Cheeky and A Guide to Recognising Your Saints. 

Damian Jones has produced more than 15 feature films in the last 10 years, several of which have been chosen for official selection by the Cannes, Venice, Toronto and Sundance Film Festivals. These include Welcome to Sarajevo, Millions, Splendor, Some Voices and most recently Kidulthood.
